The Gathering Drum has been used in cultures around the
world for many centuries. Typically used for ceremonies,
signalling crowds, bringing people together and social
events.

It takes its name from the large drumhead which allows
players to ‘gather’ around the drum, share rhythm together
and celebrate music.

Through the Gathering Drum we can learn about each
other, finding similarities and celebrating differences. Make
a drum circle where everyone is equal and have lots of fun

making lots of noise.
